	Seasonal change will be looked at throughout the year - As part of this, they will be making observations about the weather and how this affects living things. If data is gathered regularly, this can be reviewed at the end of the year 
Plants will be looked at throughout the year - Many plants change in appearance over the year – losing leaves, buds developing into flowers, flowers developing into seeds or berries. At any particular time, only some of these parts will be present. To ensure correct identification, all parts should be considered. Pupils should therefore visit the same plants throughout the year gathering additional clues for identification.
