This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education.

This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.

St Pancras follow the Charanga scheme of work. The Charanga Music Scheme underpins the school’s intent to provide a broad, balanced and progressive music curriculum that nurtures every pupil’s creativity, confidence and musicianship. Its carefully sequenced units ensure a clear progression of knowledge and skills from EYFS to Year 6, revisiting and deepening understanding through a spiral curriculum design. Implementation is supported by high-quality digital resources, interactive lessons, and structured opportunities for listening, singing, playing, improvising and composing. Each unit focuses on a central song or musical style, exposing pupils to a diverse range of genres, cultures and traditions. This consistent approach enables teachers to deliver engaging, inclusive lessons that develop key musical dimensions — pulse, rhythm, pitch, tempo, dynamics, timbre and texture — within meaningful musical contexts. The impact is seen in pupils who can listen with discrimination, perform with confidence, and express themselves creatively through music, developing a lifelong appreciation and enjoyment of the subject.
The school are also supported by the Catholic Diocese of East Anglia, who lead music provision in school. They follow the National Schools Singing Programme (NSSP) and offer this on a rotational basis to every class in the school throughout the year. This complements the Charanga scheme of work and ensures complete coverage throughout the year. 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Extra-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	St Pancras work with PianoFunClub, who provide 1-1 and 1-2 peripatetic piano lessons. Violin and vocal lessons are also available upon request. These lessons are available to all children, who wish to participate and are parent-funded. 
PianoFunClub offer individual and small-group piano lessons delivered by a specialist music tutor. These lessons provide pupils with the opportunity to develop instrumental skills, musical notation reading, and performance confidence from an early age. They also enhance the wider curriculum by nurturing discipline, perseverance and creativity, and by inspiring pupils to apply their musical understanding in school performances and beyond.
[bookmark: _GoBack]A school choir is hosted weekly throughout the year, which can be joined by pupils in KS2. The choir performs annually at Snape Maltings music festival and is attended by parents. 
 


Part C: Musical events
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Praise and Sing sessions are held weekly in Collective Worship with the whole school, where hymns and other songs are sung and rehearsed. This is supported by RCDEA members of staff.
The school hosts three performances per year. All performances are free of charge to parents and families. 
In the Autumn term, KS1 perform a nativity to the whole school and all parents. This is supported by RCDEA and includes all children in KS1. We also host our annual KS2 carol concert for parents, in which all children in KS2 perform carols alongside readings on the last day of term. 
In addition, our school choir perform carols at a local sheltered accommodation in the final week before Christmas, which is a yearly tradition.
The school choir also sing annually at Snape Maltings music festival, which is a tremendous local event.
For Easter, the Year 4 class perform a Passion Play, which contains different musical themes each year. This is rehearsed weekly over the Spring Term.
In the Summer term, year 6 perform their end of year production. RCDEA have supported with the music and songs over the last few years and will continue to do so. The production is performed to parents twice, one of which is an evening performance and well-received by parents. 


In the future
	Over the next two years, St Pancras plan to enhance our peripatetic offer and introduce more opportunities to learn a variety of instruments, as well as improve links with external music providers. In addition, refining the curriculum to offer this opportunity within school would enable us to establish an ensemble of musical instruments, which is something that we currently not able to provide, due to lack of children learning instruments.
Offering children who play musical instruments the chance to perform more widely is also something we are keen to develop, whether this is in assemblies or a termly performance. 
Finally, St Pancras are keen to enhance our music offer within our play offer. Introducing OPAL play in February 2026, we are keen to link this to music. Music outdoors provides a natural complement to OPAL play, enriching pupils’ creative and social experiences during playtimes. Through access to outdoor percussion instruments, singing games, and opportunities for spontaneous music-making, children can explore rhythm, sound and movement in imaginative ways. This supports OPAL’s emphasis on choice, collaboration and creativity, while fostering communication, teamwork and self-expression. Outdoor music play also helps build confidence and joy in musical participation beyond the classroom, contributing to a vibrant, inclusive school culture.
